The Three Kinds of Rocks:
1. Igneous- Fire- 2 kinds:

Intrusive- Granite 

Extrusive- Breaks through and reaches the surface when it’s still hot

2. Sedimentary- Dust/Soil
3. Metamorphic- younger rocks
- High pressure means sunny (boring) weather. Low pressure means stormy (exciting weather. 

- Cold air cannot hold moisture while warm air can.

- El Nino happens when the southwest USA is wet and South America is cold and dry.

- La Nina happens when southwest United States is dry.

· Most convective rain fall happens in the tropics, orographic and frontal weather systems produces most of the precipitation that occurs northward.
· Descending not is not associated with storminess. 
- The diameter of the earth is and ⅓ the circumference of the earth. 
· Longitude is not important when determining climate.
· Ice releases heat when it melts.
· In Utah, the northwest side of the mountain is likely to be the greenest side.
· The highest ocean tide occurs when the earth, moon, and sun are in a straight line. 
· In dry regions man-made reservoirs are needed to prevent flooding. 
· If the ice floating around in the ocean were to melt it would not result in the rise of sea level.
· The tree line is related to the latitude and the altitude.
· Summer does not occur because the earth os closer to the sun.
- In Utah, days get shorter in December.
